Patron of the Society

Hajee Karutha Rowther Howdia College was established in the
vear 1956 by the Late. Hajee Mohamed Meera Rowther, popularly
known as Hajee Karutha Rowther. Born of a noble peasant family in
1888 at Uthamapalayam, a place in the Cumbum Valley, the Hajee
grew up to be a great philanthropist. He was also a staunch
nationalist and took part in the freedom movement of our country.
The Hajee was extremely generous and truly religious throughout
his life and had the conviction that true religion consists in service
to humanity. Blessed with the unigue quality of doing only good to
others, the Hajee gave liberal contributions as and when he was
called upon to do so.




When the people of this area had untold suffering for want of a
maternity ward in the local Government Hospital, the Hajee rose to
the occasion and donated a building worth Rs. 75,000/- to the
hospital. Being shrewd and patriotic, the Hajee realized that literacy
was the panacea for all the ills of the society and serfdom of the
countiry. He started implementing what he had realized, by giving
birth to a Primary School to begin with, for offering free education
to the poor children of all communities, certainly a first step towards
the cause of education. Then, in 1949, when the Loecal Board High
School was about to be closed for want of buildings, the Hajee
immediately moved to help and stabilize the School by constructing
and donating a building worth Rs. 1,00,000/-.

In 1951, the Hajee had gone on a pilgrimage to Makkah and
returned with renewed zeal, fervor and vision to establish an
educational institution at Uthamapalavam. In the vear 1954, Shri
Sree Prakasa, the then Governor of Madras who had come for the
inauguration of the High School building, spoke that the building’s
infrastructure was good enough even to start a College. Inspired by
the Governor’s speech, the Hajee thought of starting a College.
Hence, the Hajee, who constructed a maternity block to reduce
infant mortality, who started a Primary School for the children’s
education of this area, and who stabilized the local Government
High School to save the loecal pupils from losing the Secondary
education, decided to start a College, to provide higher education in
the Cumbum Valley. Being pious and pragmatic, he did not give up
his desire, in spite of having experienced difficulties in translating
his desire into action. On the contrary he slowly and steadily
pursued the matter by meeting eminent educationists like Dr.A.
Lalkshmanasamy Mudaliyvar, the then Vice-Chancellor of Madras
University. The Hajee created an Endowment of Five Lakh Rupees in
the form of Bank Deposit and a property of 58 acres of fertile land
on the banks of the River Mullai Perivar. He also contributed several
lakhs of rupees towards the construction of buildings for the College
and its hostel. At long last, the ideal dream of the Hajee became a
reality in 1956, and the College was formally declared open by
Karma Veerar Shri. K. Kamaraj, the then Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu. It was indeed a victory for the noble deeds of a noble man.
Since, then, the College has started rendering a new life to the people
of Cumbum Valley and the noble soul has oecupied a unique place in
the hearts of the people.

Hajee Karutha Rowther wanted that the benefit of education
should not be confined to his locality alone. So he gave away a large
sum of money to Jamal Mohamed College, Trichy, The New College,



Chennai, and Justice Basheer Ahmed Sayeed College for Women,
Chennai — all standing for the dissemination of knowledge.
Needless to stress, his charitable disposition enabled many a
charitable institutions to flourish.

The Hajee was convinced with the dictum that spiritualism
without materialism has no root and materialism without spiritu-
alism has no fruit. So no wonder he realized that religion is the key
for the attainment of self-realization and perfection. This paved
way for the establishment of the Residential Madrasa cum Mosque
in 1910, to impart religious instructions and to conduet prayers, a
noble service to Islam and the Muslim community. This Madrasa
bloomed even during the life time of the Hajee and its sweet
fragrance attracted many a student both from Tamil Nadu and
Kerala. Since 1953, the Hajee started supporting 20 students every
vear with free boarding and lodging besides meeting their other
educational expenses.

The great soul departed in the year 1958, leaving his sons to
shoulder the responsibility to run the Institution. The sudden
death of the noble and tireless Patron of the Society was really an
irreparable loss to the Valley in general and the Institution in
particular. However as the College was founded by a noble man, it
has been perpetuating his name by growing from strength to
strength every year. At present, the Institution is governed by the
Late. Hajee’s son and grandsons.

The Institution, Hajee Karutha Rowther Howdia College, fulfilled
the dreams of its founder when it was accredited with the most
coveled ‘A’ Grade by the National Assessment and Accreditation
Council (NAAC) in the year 2005. The “BEST COLLEGE AWARD
FOR COMMUNAL HARMONY" at the University level was
conferred upon the College in 2005 by Madurai Kamaraj
University, Madurai. The College was conferred with the
Autonomous Status by the UGC from the Academiec Year 2013 -
2014 and was Re-accredited with ‘A++’ Grade, which is awarded
only to a few best-in-class institutions for higher learning, by NAAC
(3rd Cyecle) in 2022, The College celebrated its Golden Jubilee in
the year 20006 and Diamond Jubilee in 2016.

Since its inception, the Institution has been producing cultivated,
talented young men and women to serve the society and the nation
as well. In accordance with the Vision of the Founder, the College
continues to grow to cater to the educational needs of the people of
the Cumbum Valley and become an epitome of excellence.

Pi has been known for almost 4000 years
but even if we calculated the number of seconds
in those 4000 years and calculated Pi to that
number of places, we would stll only be
approximating its actual value. Here’s a brief
history of finding Pi

The ancient babylonians calculated the
area of a circle by taking 3 times the square of
its radius, which gave a value of Pi=3. One
Babvlonian tablet (ca 1900-1680 BC) indicates
a value of 3.125 for Pi which is a closer
approximation.

In the Eqyptian Rhind Papyrus (ca. 1650
BC), there is evidence that the Eqyptians
calculated the area of a circle by a formula
that gave the approximate value of 3. 1605 for
Pi.

The ancient cultures mentioned above
found their approximations by measurement,
The first calculation of P1 was done by
Archimedes of Syracuse (287 - 212 BC) one
of the greatest mathematicians of the ancient
world. Archimedes approxamated the area of'a
circle by using the Pythagorean Theorem to
find the areas of two regular polygons. The

Polygon inscribed within the circle and the
Polygon within which the circle was
circumscribed. Since the actual area ofthe circle
lies between the areas of the inscnbed and
circumscribed polygons, the areas of the
polygons gave upper and lower bounds for the
area of the circle. Archimedes knew that he
had not found the vaule of Pi but only an
approximation within those limits, In this way
Archimedes showed that Pi is between
3= and 3.

A smilar approach was used by Zu
Chongzhi (429-501), a brilliant Chinese
mathematician and astronomer. Zu Chongzhi
would not have been familiar with Archimedes
method, but because his book has been lost, Little
is known of his work. He caluculated the value
of the ratio of the circumference of a circle to
its diameter to be 355/113. To compute this
accuracy for Pi, he must have started with an
inscribed regular 24,576 gon and performed
lengthy calculations involving hundreds of
square roots carried out to 9 decimal places.

Mathematicians began using the Greek
letter w in the 1700s, introduced by Willian
Jones in 1706, Use of the symbol was
populanzed by Euler, who adopted 1t in 1737,

An 18" Century French mathematician
named Georges Buffon devised a way to
calculate Pi based on Probability. You can try it
vourself at the Exploratorium exhibit throwing
Pi.
