Strength and Courses

In the last two decades, we have made
considerable progress in terms of infrastructure,
updating courses and strength of students. This
year we have strength of 2510 students
including 1418 women.

In the Aided Stream, our College offers
Undergraduate Programmes in Economics,
English, History, Mathematics, Physics,
Chemistry, Zoology, Computer Science and
Commerce. At the Postgraduate level, we have
History and Commerce Programmes.

Technology, we have Postgraduate

Science, Physics, Chemistry, Zoology,
Economics, English, Tamil and Commerce with
Computer Application, as well as M.Phil.
Programmes in Commerce, English, Chemistry,
Mathematics and History. The Departments of
Commerce, Physics, English, History and
Zoology are recognized Research Centres of
Madurai Kamaraj University. Non-affiliated
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Value-Added Courses have been conducted by
the Departments of Business Administration,
Commerce with Computer Application,
Microbiology and Information Technology in this
academic year.

At this juncture, I wish to express my
gratitude to our College Management for their
generous donation of Rs. 8,00,000/- towards
the development of our College. Besides the
new Auditorium erected with a seating capacity
of 2500 people on Campus, a new Restroom
for men students has also been constructed
behind the PG Block. The College is an IGNOU
Study Centre that provides Certificate
Programmes in subjects like Arabic Language,
Tourism Studies, Environmental Studies and
Beekeeping. Altogether 12 college buses are
operated for the safe conveyance of women
students.

Green, Energy and Environmental Audits
were conducted on 19th June 2024. Our College
was conferred with the Award of Best College
for Blood Donation on 19th July 2024. A Rally
against Discrimination was conducted in the
presence of our District Collector Mr. Ranjeet
Singh, IAS, and the District Superintendent of
Police Mr. R. Shiva Prasad, IPS, on 6th March
2025.

A word born in a different era, but its
relaxed, reflective rhythm deserves a
second life - even without the pipe.

7. Jargogle (verb)

To confuse or jumble up.

Long before auto correct existed, people
were already jargogled by mixed
messages and muddled minds.

Why These Words Matter

Lost words are more than just curiosities
- they offer a peek into how people once
thought, felt, and communicated. They
capture emotions and ideas with flavours
that modern English sometimes forgets.
So the next time you feel overwhelmed,
don’t say “I’m stressed”- say you’re a
little jargogled.
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We have all studied about the global war,
World War II,which involved a vast majority of
the world’s countries including all of  the great
powers forming two opposing military alliances
: the Allies and the Axis powers.The war ended
with the victory of  the Allied Powers. However,
not many are aware of the efforts of the unsung
hero, Alan Turing, who saved over 21 million
lives. Until the release of  the Oscar nominated
film The Imitation Game in 2014, the name
‘Alan Turing’ was not a popularly known name
due to the nature of his work in the war. But
now through the cinematic platform, people are
finally learning how vital man was not just to
win the war, but also to creating the technology
we use every day.

Alan Mathison Turing was an English
mathematician, logician, cryptanalyst, and
computer scientist who provided the formulation
of  concepts of algorithms and computation for
the “Turing Machine”. Turing is widely
considered to be the Father of Computer
Science and Artificial Intelligence. Born in
London in 1912, he studied at both Cambridge
and Princeton Universities. He was already
working part-time for the British Government’s
Code and Cypher School at Bletchley Park,
which housed Britain’s code breakers who
helped decipher intelligence communication to
help the Allies defeat Nazi Germany before the
Second World War broke out. In 1939, Turing
took a full-time role at Bletchley Park in
Buckinghamshire.The main focus of Turing’s
work was cracking the ‘Enigma’ code. The
Enigma was a type of enciphering machine
used by the German armed forces to send
messages securely. Although Polish
mathematicians had already figured out how to
read Enigma messages and had shared this
information with the British, the Germans
increased its security by changing the cipher
system daily. This made the task of
understanding the code even more difficult. In
order to overcome this obstacle, Turing
invented, along with fellow code-breaker
Gordon Welchman, a machine called the
‘Bombe’.

This device helped to significantly reduce
the work of  the code-breakers. From mid-1940,

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German Air Force signals were being read at
Bletchley and the intelligence gained from them
helped the Allied forces in the war. However,
the phenomenal legacy of Alan Turing’s life and
work did not fully come to light until long after
his death. His impact on computer science was
widely acknowledged through the annual
‘Turing Award’, which has been the highest
accolade in the industry since 1966. But the
work of Bletchley Park and Turing’s role there
in cracking the Enigma code was kept secret
until the 1970s and the full story was not known
until the 1990s. According to the estimations
made, the efforts of  Turing and his fellow code-
breakers shortened the war by several years.
They saved countless lives and helped to
determine the course and outcome of  the
conflict. It is a sad reality but one’s efforts and
loyalty may not always ensure reciprocity. Such
was the case of Alan Turing. After the war,
arrested for his then unacceptable  sexual
orientation, Turing was forced to undergo
hormonal therapy which severely affected his
mental and physical health. In 1954, he was

found dead from cyanide poisoning, an inquest
ruled that it was suicide. Nevertheless,  Alan
Turing’s genius should never be overlooked or
underestimated for without him, millions of
people would have perished and an entire
scientific field might have failed to even exist.
He theorized a universal machine that wouldn’t
just be “Programmable but Reprogrammable”
(The Imitation Game). They used to be called
Turing machines, now we call them computers
and we use them for almost everything.This is
an evident example of how it is never too late
to give individuals the respect they deserve.

Allah the  Almighty
says, “And We have certainly honoured the
children of  Adam and carried them on land
and sea and granted them good and lawful
provisions and preferred them over much of
our creations” (Al-Isra’ 17:70)

When Prophet Muhammad (Peace Be
Upon Him) migrated to Madinah, he created
the Charter of Madinah to maintain harmony
among various clans and tribes.This Charter
ensured justice for all residents, regardless of
their beliefs, and stated that no one should be
forced to adopt Islam. Allah the Almighty says,
“And had your Lord willed, those on earth
would have believed - all of them entirely. Then
[O Muhammad), would you compel the people
in order that they become believers?”
(Yunus10:99)

Prophet Muhammad (Peace Be Upon
Him) interacted with both Muslims and non-
Muslims without discrimination. He engaged
in buying and selling with everyone and had
his iron armour mortgaged to a Jew in Madinah
for some barley at the time of  his passing.
During his migration to Madinah, he hired a
Jewish man as a guide. The Prophet (Peace
Be Upon Him) visited a young Jewish boy who
fell ill and encouraged him to embrace
Islam,which the boy did. On another occasion,
a Jewish woman invited him to dinner, and he
accepted. Additionally, he prohibited harming
non-Muslims without justifiable cause, stating

that whoever killed a mu’ahid (a person who
is granted the pledge of protection by Muslims)
would not experience the fragrance of
Paradise, though its fragrance can be smelt at
a distance of forty years (of travelling)” [Al
Bukhari]. Once a funeral passed by the
Messenger of Allah (Peace Be Upon Him) and
he stood up, and it was said to him, “It is a
Jew.” He said, “Is it not a soul?” (Al - Bukhari).

The Glorious Qur’an has stated
concerning a dispute between a Muslim and a
Jew that the Jewish man was innocent and that
his Muslim opponent was the one who
transgressed. The following verse warns the
Prophet (Peace Be Upon Him) not to support
an oppressor [even if he is a Muslim] against
an innocent [even if  he is a Jew].  Allah the
Almighty says, “Indeed, We have revealed to
you, [O Muhammad], the Book in truth so you
may judge between the people by that which
Allah has shown you. And do not be for the
deceitful an advocate. And seek forgiveness
of  Allah. Indeed, Allah is ever Forgiving and
Merciful” (An-Nisa 4:105-106). Allah says,
“Allah does not forbid you from being
righteous and just to those who do not fight
you because of religion or expel you from your
homes. Indeed, Allah loves those who act
justly” (Al-Mumtahanah 60:8).

Islam is a way of life that strongly
supports tolerance and peaceful coexistence.
It promotes love and unity and has always
stood for equality and justice.

Take the example of mobile applications
such as google maps. They use graph theory, a
branch of mathematics, to find the shortest
routes between two points. Without
mathematics such applications would not be
able to analyze data or deliver accurate results.

Mathematics in  Algorithms and Data
Structures

Alogrithms which are step-by-step
procedure for solving problems are central to
coding. Mathematics helps in designing efficient
algorithms. For instance the sorting algorithm
used to arrange data in ascending or descending
order relies on principles of Combinatories and
Probability.

One famous example is the “Page Rank”
algorithm, developed by Larry Page and Sergey
Brin, the founders of Google. It uses matrix
algebra to rank web pages based on their
importance. This algorithm revolutionized the
way used in search for information on the
internet.

The Role of Mathematics in Technology

Technology uses mathematics to
transform abstract ideas into practical
applications. In fields like Computer Graphics,
geometry plays a vital role. For instance, video
games uses Vector Mathematics to simulate the
movement of objects and characters in the
dimensional space.

Cryptography, another fascinating area,
relies on Number Theory to secure online
communications. Every time you use online
banking or send a message through WhatsApp,
